The Kha!ifs &.. Khalifate.
[By Sheikli Muhsin.]

As a rule, Oriental historians devote, the
greater part of their writings to the mention of
kings, ministers, and leaders of armies and to
events in which they have a personal interest.
They seldom give any account of the people of
their country, theircondition, character, pro-
gress, or retrogression. The main, object of

'these historians was to give an exhaustive des-
cription of the king's palaces, his horses, the
furniture of his apartments, the various kinds of
dishes in which lie ind!llged, and the appear-
ance of his courtiers and attendants. Thus, a
whole century is sometimes passed over with
scarcely a word 'on the subjects which should
be the chief study of the historian. People
who are desirous of becoming acquainted with
the development of affairs, the advance of
knowedge -and civilisation amongst Oriental
nasions, only get bewildered as they wander
throngh the pages of' such works.

Religion has always played an important
jart in the life of nations, particularly in the
East. It has been the basis of empires, the tie
between members of families, tribes, and socie-
ties, and the main element of all national life.

In view of the fact that several of our Eng.
lish readers have often heard and read of'Kha-
lifs and Sultans ruling MohaniTedan countries
it will not be out of place to give the views
entertained by Mohamedans about the wrighte
and statues of these rulers.

In the eyes of all Mohammedans the Sulta-
nate is the instrument chosen for carrying out
curtain rules given to man by Divine Provi-
dence for the cnitnre of the mind, the purifica-
tion of the spirit, and the fulfilment of justice.
For the better recognition of this spiritual and
temporal power, which to them is the Snitanate,
they give it the name of Imamat and Kalifat,
or Khsiifate, and deem it-in loftiness and purity
of aim next only to the Prophet's station. The
Sultan (or Imam 'or Khalif) is one who, having
personally made himself thoroughly acquainted
with the law drawn from the Koran nd the
doctrines of Islam, strives to uphold it amnonget
the people.

Some of those who are termed dissenters or
outsidersthese who formerly fought All and
his adherents at Nahirwan, and who now dwell
in time country of Oman, Zanzibar, J swab and
Shinkit-.---maintain that there is no necessity
for the existence of a Khalifate, their argument
being that law is a duty imposed upon each
individual conscience, and that it behoves every
person to further good deeds, and prevent evil
ones. They believe that the general recogni-
tion of this fimct is sufficient, and that timers is
no necessity to deliver all power into the hands
of one man, who may be seduced by the evil
spirit from the right path, and whose weakness
of character may prevent him from carrying
out the law of justice and right.

Another sect has prescribed the necessity of
nominating an Imnam, who must be just and
learned in the laws of Islam, no matter of what
tribe or land lie may be, in order to control this
administration of justice, and protect the peopls
against excesses, disordet, and confusion.

The great Shiahm' sect have decided the Ima-
mat to be in favour of All and his descendants
until the last day The Almighty, in His good-
ness, they say, rightly granted the family of
Ahi the Imamat, and promised that from lime
descendants an Imarn should be elected, who
should 'guard religion from many interpreta-
tions, and be the religious leader of time people.
On this other hand, the Zaidiahs (the inhabit-
ant of Yemen) declare that the Imimm mnustof
necessity-be one of the descendants' of Zamd,
the great-grandson of All; while the Ismailitee
this natives of Iajran, and of some parts of
the Indian coastaver that the Imamat belongs
to the descendants of Ismail, who was one of
All's grandchildren.

This Ithnaj Ashriahm sect believe that the
Iniamat is restricted to descendants of Moses,
the eon, of Jafar, and that the number of true
Imams is twelve (hence the'ssct is called "this
twelve men sect"). The first of the twelve was
Ahij' and the last Muhammad Al Mahdi, who,,is
thought to be alive, but who has been invisible
for the last thousand and fifty years. This
Mahdi (or rightful iTmam), however, is yet to
appear and fill the world with righteousness
and justice instead of injustice and tyranny.

The Sunnitesprobably time most important
sect in Ieiam*ho form the larger number of
time Mohammnedans of Turkey, Egypt, Syria, a
large part of Arabia, and other places comisider,
as do those called the Jamaahs, that this Imam
or Kahif must be a Kuraishite, just, learned in
the laws, amid capable of deducing them from
the Koran and the Ielamnicdoctrines; thoroughly
acqnainted with politics and diplomacy, a leader
in battle, of strong, individuality, and a strict
adherent to time dictates of religion. 'In addi-
tion to all these' qualifications, however, his
claim to the Khahifate mnnt be subject, to the
unaniuions judgment of this psople. Should
the leader of Islam lack any of these essentials
he loses his position, and can claim no obedience
om allegiance whatever from the people.

These, briefly, are the various beliefs of
Mohmammedans with regard to time Sultanate
and the Sultan and time Khahifate and time Kha-
life.

A Visit to- a Bedowin Tribe,
This life and history of time nomadic sons

of lahimaci have from time immemorial, possess-
ed a fascinating interest to all classes of people.
Their customs and manners being adapted to
the primitive conditions of mankind, offer s
lam-ge latitude for stmmdying human nature in its
various phases, without the hindrances of, time
influential factors of civilization, which affect
its phenomena and change the course of its
logical evens. From early childimood, it line
been the writer's fondest di-eamand expectation
to visit a tribe of Bedowin Arabs, and share
for', this time being, the various experiences of
their wandering life. The glowing accounts
of their hospitality, and the thrilling nafatives
of' those who roamed the desert with them,
sharing their pleasures and freedom from care,
had increased these expectations.

It was in time year 1887 when the famous
Rawahla Tribe, time largest in Arabia, was en-
camping about six day's journey from Damas-
cue, that the writer received an invitation from
Mohammnad-Bemm lemail, itepowerfmmlchiief, tube
his guest and enjoy the hospitality of his tribe
during the marriage feast of one ofimis favorite
nephews. Through time kind introduction of one
of tIme highs Government officials who hind ren-
dered him many courtesies this war-like chief
seemed to have been vchl prepsm-ed to receive
his guest as one of whom he hind known enougim
to warraumt hue cordial' coimfidcmmcc and ,kind
treatment. Having made all time necessary
prepam'ations and' secured time nsual (Khalah)
present for this host, the invitation conveyed
thmrommgh Ins own eon as a token of' a special
consideratioxm, was gladly accepted, Early
on a bright and lovely summer mnornitmg we
mounted our Arabian horses and commenced
winding our viny through time imposing bazare
of Daintmscmae and amidst its lmeautiful gardens,
celebrated the world over for the great varieties
of their fruitfnl trees and time abundance of
the silvery streams which add fmeshmnese and
wealth of vcrdum'e to their productive soil, The
groups of gaily dressed Damascenee which we
met on every side round about the suburbs of
time city, who were seeking the cool rdtreate and
dehhghtfuul springs of those gardens, seemed te
impress our young Arab friend very deeply and

Is comld scarcely mf'rain fu'om giving expree-
ion to delight and admiration, It was with
rsat reluctance that we tumrned our backs,uipon
hose enchanting scones and lovely sights which
;ive that gem of Oriental cities time appearance
nd appropriate title of ,"Euirtim's Paradise."
ffy Arab companion who was not accustomed
o such pictures of Nature's trancemident beanty,
ould lmardly refrain from exclaiming "Ma-
ihiallaimi" now and then, as that mumgniflceut
manorama met his bewildered gaze.

After several' days of constant travel, one
many morning we came upon several shepimerde
selonging to our host's tribe.
