~ Plucking the Ostriches.

The invitation of *Biddy, Biddy, come Bid,”
and-handfuls of yellow corn scattered over the
brown sand at the Coronade ostrich farm yester-
day afternoon, brought the eleven full-grown birds
into a feathery mass before E. P. Waters and his
colored ~asbistaut. A gronp of curious people
banked the low railing along the west reserve of'
the grounds. It was the ‘seeond plucking. this
season, but of 'a generally fresh lot of birds from
the.Ameriean Ostrich ‘Company’s parent farm at
Fallbrook, as intervals of eight mouths must
seperate’ pluckings. Superintendent Waters was
iu his shirt sleeves, and a limp flour sack dangled
from his rear left poeket. - It required some time
to connteract the suspicion that would flare up in
a fringe of shaky necks, nntil the reassuring gnze’
and the soothing voice of the feeder cansed them
to drop in security to the temtation in the sand.

Suddenly there was a wild stampede, and the
neck of the gray female that: Waters had beut to
seize was hooded in the sack; an opening for breath-
ing admitting several inches. of her bill. "Between
the meu this strangely subdued’ creatore was
guided into an open-end stall. Apparently the
ostrich, with its fore-and-aft eye sweep, feels its
lieedlessness when blinded.

_Counterfelts of Precious Stones and How

They Are Made.

““The finest imitation diamonds are made ont of
rock erystal,” suid a desler in precious stories to
Kawxap reporter. - “Tho- basis of the most sue-
ccsshll conuterfeits of all kinds of gems is » pure,
vory dense, and lighly tmnsparcnt 801t of glass,
which is- termed “paste” in the ‘trade.  For fulse
diamonds this glnss is simply cut: and polished in
-faceps, while for.imitating ‘other stones, such as
rubies, emeralds, snpplmes, ote., meta]lu. (mdcs aro
mixed with it.

“In nannfacturing glass ior snch pur posce the
processes employed: have to be condnéted with the
utimost nicoty. For mal\mg oven the best mirrors
the nccessary - ‘wilica is obtained - from ordinary
white guartz, while common. window ‘panes wre
produced trom sea eand to a large oxtont; but, in
this ¢nse, rock cr)etnl is snbstltutod composing
about fifty per conf. of the i ingredients ot the paste,
To it must be added t\vonty -two per cent. of car-
bopate of soda and due proportious of calcined
bo’n\x, saltpeter, and.red lend. All of tliese things
aré reduced to. tlie finest powder, mixed, fised to-
gether. by: heat in a crucible and cooled elowly

“The-density, traneparenay, and beguty of the

. pnate depend. upon the care taken in these pro.

cesses, Thus made, it is already to be eut up in-
to. dmmonds and prepared for market. It may be,
however, that the manufacturer desires to produce
counterfoit gems of other sorts. If s0, lie lias the
means. rcndlly'at hand, : Supposing that he wants
rubies, ho fhses with paste a very smull quantity
of peroxide of magunese and a trace of Onssius
purple, ‘which- rwxll give the proper color. For
emeralds he einploys in like manner oxide of iron,
and for supphires oxide of colalt,

# Topaz is easily formed in the erncible by mix-
ing with- one thonsand parts ‘of “the pastc forty
parts of glass of antimony and one part of Cassins
purple. - For manufacturing othet kinds of' gemns
there aro ‘methods cqunlly simple. Of course,
noric of these imitation precions stones has the
chemical constitution, hardaess, specifie gravity, or
optieal propertics of real ones.  Accordingly, their
faléeness is roadily perecived Ly an expert. Inns-
much-as the eloments of which various gems are
composcd are well kuown,: synthctw chemletr) ‘has

attcmptcd to reproduce them by putting the i mnre~
dients togethier and effecting crystallization in “the
Iaborntory y. In this way Tar e -masses - of what
might be termed true rby and sapphiro ate tirned
out grtificially, such gem-like material’ having somé
nsefulness for industrial pnrposcs, althongh lnckmﬂ'
tlie brilliancy. of sigture’s products. .
